Monday 

This week you will create a picture book. 
You can use your story you wrote last week for inspiration or come up with a new idea. 
Today you need to write a story in 5 or 6 sentences. 
Think about the emotional journey of your story. Where are the highs and lows? Why do you think this is 
important for reader engagement?  
 
Think about good picture books you know and how you could break these down into 5/6 key events. Are all 
picture books the same. You could use an idea from another story to help you structure yours.  
 
Be wary of trying to hone all stories down to one particular story structure or formula, but look for common 
patterns and allow space for you to play with and experiment with your own ideas, ensuring that the structure will 
engage a reader and allow the story to make sense. 
 
Example

How can 

you show emotion through words and use sentence lengths to make things stand out? Think about close up 

pictures and where the words will go across the page. Think back to the story of The Journey and the use of 

pictures.

When I did this- I changed my mind three times to try and get the links in the story. I originally had him let bugs 

and animals in to make the house where the clean women lives dirty.  

Then changes it to Mishievians saving him and messing the ladies house up because the Mischievian who told 

him about the house realised his mistake. 

Then finished with this design as it links to why he left in the first place. Keep the plot simple and develop it as 

you go. You might need to change your idea. 

 

Wednesday 

Create a picture book with either of the books that have been uploaded (These instructions are also in files). 
Use your plan to start mapping out where your story will go. Think carefully about where you want a two page 
spread for a page. These should be used to really convey a message that you want the reader to be drawn too.  

Thursday 

Write your story and start adding pictures as you go or at the end. Remember its ok to edit as you go and if you 
ǿŀƴǘ ǘƻ ŘǊŀǿ ƻƴ ƻǘƘŜǊ ǇŀǇŜǊ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜƴ ǎǘƛŎƪ ƻƴΣ ǘƘŀǘΩǎ fine.
